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Important Safety message for Students and

Parents: We would like to remind NSS students that
the mountain bike trails adjacent to the WinSport Hill
Road are private property and are not accessible
except during operational hours with a pass. When
the Mountain Bike Park is open (late June), a valid
pass/ticket is required to access the park, and that
can only be done during operational hours (will be
posted on WinSport’s website). Please remind
students that they must abide by all posted trail and
hill road closures at all times, and that they may not
utilize the mountain bike trails to commute between
the top of the hill and the bottom of the hill unless
the following conditions are met:
e The mountain bike park is operational and

e Students wishing to use the trails hold a valid
bike park day ticket or seasons pass
e Students wishing to use the trails abide by
ALL bike park rules
